    Risk Planning for Education for Socially Disadvantaged (SDA) Farmers Sustainability
   RMA – RME Grant                       Time Period: October 1, 2011 to September 30, 2012

Goal: To provide outreach and create awareness of risk management issues for SDA producers, provide individual risk planning and provide outreach to RMA regional offices regarding new and beginning farmers and the Center for Latino’s role within Washington State.
The activities to accomplish the goal are as follows: 

· Conduct onsite visits to all the 8 USDA Service Centers in WA State.
· Inform staff about services provided by the Center for new and beginning Hispanic/ Latino producers

· Request assistance in distributing information about the Center to SDA’ within their service area.
· Identify 50 new SDA producers for training and more hands-on risk management support.

· Provide two 3-hour risk management awareness educational sessions for 20 SDA producers (10 in Wenatchee-northern region and 10 in Yakima southern region)

· Identify 5 producers from each regional workshop to provide individual risk assessment and planning for long term needs (RMA SWOT Analysis and Checklist)

· Conduct two 20-hour basic computer and internet browsing workshops for 10 SDA producers.

· Conduct one 20-hour FSA Certified Borrower Financial Management Training in Wenatchee.
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
